He originally joined Delta in 1995 as Manager, Human Factors where he was responsible for the application of human factors principles to enhance the safety of flight and ground operations.  
Dr. Predmore spent three years with the National Transportation Safety Board in Washington, DC as a Safety Specialist in the Research & Engineering division, and then as Special Assistant to the Vice Chairman.
